I have known Dr. Baul Hertz for & number of
years and know him to be a man of ummsusl ability and
integrity. As 8 scientific man he possesses preeminence
in his field, which has been research work and new devel-
opment in Endocrinclogy. His scientific contributions
in this field have been impcrtant. He has given special
attention to the berderland field between Medicine and
Physics, and this is extremely rare among medical men.
